HOLY SPIRIT GIFTS

We celebrate the gift of the Holy Spirit received by the
apostles today at Pentecost. The Holy Spirit brings us a
variety of gifts. Once we let the Spirit of Christ in, Christ’s
Spirit enlightens our minds with His wisdom, our hearts
with His love, and our lives with His power.

WISDOM GIFTS are characterized as:

e Wisdom - mental appreciation of the overall design of
God

e Understanding - an intellectual perception and heart
appreciation of truth

¢ Knowledge - a particular mental grasp of an individual
spiritual insight

e Prophecy - a flow of God-inspired thoughts, vision or
dreams

e Conscience - innate intellectual discernment of an
ethical right or wrong

e Discernment - the Spirit-controlled mind’s ability to
perceive the source of a thought, desire, dream, and so
forth, whether it be from God, from ego, from the
world, or from an evil spirit

LOVE GIFTS are characterized as:

e Love - the inspired ability to have the heart of Jesus;

that is, to think well of others, to be ‘for the other’

Compassion - the ability to feel with another

Sensitivity - similar to compassion

Warmth - to have tender feelings for another person

Generosity - the ability to give of one’s time, talent

and treasure for others, especially the poor

e Caring - the ability to be concerned for the good and
problems of others

e Zeal - the evangelistic concern for the salvation of
others

e Forgiveness - the ability to forgive the wrongs of
others

e Purity - the ability to reverence another

POWER GIFTS are characterized as:

e Healing - the ability to heal other people spiritually,
emotionally and physically

e Miracles - the ability to transcend the natural with
supernatural results

e Service - the ability to think, love and act with a
servant’s heart

e Administration - the ability to organize, prioritize and
delegate
